We 
saw the fork in the road and just went off of it. Now we hang in packs and take it out on 
the track. We are NOT your average women. We have jobs, school and families–but we 
find the time to practice 3 times a week and play the sport we love...roller derby!

Since 2006, the Black-n-Bluegrass Roller Girls have been a skater-owned league ded-
icated to the extreme sport of roller derby. Our goals are to continue building the sport, 
bringing awareness and service to local charities, entertaining our audience and partner-
ing with exciting sponsors.

We do not get paid for competing and we cover our own costs for venue rental, in-
surance, equipment, uniforms, promotion, printing and travel expenses. In addition to 
skating, our team works closely with several charities to raise money and awareness for 
those organizations and causes. We need sponsorship partners to provide goods, ser-
vices, and money to make our league successful and to continue growing this awesome 
sport for women.
